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Mr. Voronkov also reported the need to increase support to victims and survivors of terrorism 
adding that they manifest resilience in the face of terror and that their stories could play an 
important role in countering the appeal of terrorism.  
 
Finally, the Under-Secretary-General welcomed the views of the Conference on how the United 
Nations can better support Member States in tackling terrorism. The United Nations must continue 
to respond to Member States capacity building and technical assistance needs with a view to achieve 
lasting impact on the ground 
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
