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Moldova is one of 54 beneficiary Member States that have joined the CT Travel Programme since 
its launch in May 2019. The newly signed agreement will allow the United Nations to continue 
supporting the country to enhance its capabilities to detect and intercept terrorists and serious 
criminals by using travel information, cross-checking against INTERPOL and other international 
and national databases of known and suspected terrorists and criminals.
