14. Sweden also supports the work of the Humanitarian Fact Finding Commission
established under Article 90 of the First Additional Protocol to the Geneva
Conventions of 1949. Sweden was the first country to recognize the Commission’s
competence in 1979. The current Swedish member of the Commission, Dr. Asa
Molde was re-elected for a second five-year term in the elections held in Berne in
November 2021.

15. Sweden joined the Group of Friends (GoF) on Accountability in Ukraine in New
York and Geneva in March 2022. The GoF will
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
