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My delegatio n is of the view that FFD should remain an inde pendent process, whi le it 

is crucial to high light the coherence and the crucial contribution of the FFD outco me 

to the post- 2015 develo pment agen da.  

We would like to emp hasize, in this regard, that the Addis-Ababa outco me docu ment 

should be ambitious e nough to respo nd adequatel y to the pos t-2015 develop me nt 

agenda, especiall y wit h regard to the eco no mic pillar that we con sider as the critical 

tool for a paradigm shif t to allow developi ng countries to own their develop me nt 

process.  

We woul d like the outc ome doc u ment to in dicate clearl y that eradicating pove rt y in all 

its forms as the overarching objective that all MOI should cont ribute to achie ve, 

especiall y the means related to the realizati o n of inclusive and sus tained eco no mic 

growth.  

Further mor e, the Addi s-Ababa outc o me doc ument shoul d reinvigo rate the s yste mi c 

issues and aspect s related to the global econ omic s yste m that are imp ortant enablers 

that should favor sustainable develop ment of developing countri es in a coherent 

manner.  

Strong mec hanis m of follow-up and moni toring will be ke y for the ef f ectiv e 

imple mentation of the MOI and shoul d also serve as a learnin g mec hanis m to impr ove 

imple mentation and to achieve bette r result f or develop ment in accordance wit h the 

post-2015 develop ment agenda.  

We wish to un dersco re that ODA remains an impo rtant source of international 

financing for many de veloping countrie s and as esse ntial catalyst f or develo p ment, 

and in this regard it is important that the Addis-Ababa outco me doc ument highlig hts 

this princi ple.  

In the spirit of the Marrakech Conse nsus on the innovative financing for Africa’s 

transf ormati on, my de legation wo uld like to emp hasize the need for a meaningf ul 

innovating financing and to co mbat the illici t f inancial flows as an important factor 

that will empow er co untries to have owner ship of their res ource s to dedi cate to 

develop men t.  

While we recogni ze the role and con tribution of dif f erent stake-holders f or the 

imple mentation of the Financi ng for Develo pment c o mmit ments, we woul d li ke to

underscore the centrali t y of the state co mmit me nts f or dev elop me n t, as well as the 

right of states to regulate the activities of othe r stake-holders and to provide th e m with 

the necessar y incen ti ves to facilitate their contribution to achieve sustainable 

develop men t. It is also of critical importance when high lightin g the role of the 

diff erent stake-holders to underscore the principles of national ownership and 

leadership and the resp ect of national pol icies, strategies and positio ns, and that there 

is no one size fits all approach to de velop ment.  

With regard to the se ction related to techn olog y, we wo uld li ke to un derline that 

addressing this issu e in the framewor k of the FFD outco me docu me nt should not be a 

substitute to the proc ess related to the ide ntif ication of options f or a facilitation 

mec hanis m that pro mo tes the develop ment, transf er and disse mination of clean and 

environ men tall y sound technologi es and to address the needs of dev eloping co untries
