


4. A small number of Member States have responded positively to the call for voluntary contributions of
unspent committed peacekeeping budgets.® However, in 2019 and 2020, the Secretary-General reported
that there had been very limited progress on the financing options for peacebuilding overall. Of the total
42 recommendations from his 2018 Report, four of those related to financing went unheeded.°

5. In his 2020 Report, the Secretary-General described ensuring adequate, predictable and sustained
resources for peacebuilding as a critical challenge. He noted that ensuring that multidimensional
peacekeeping missions have sufficient programmatic funding to support mandated peacebuilding
activities, increasing when a mission approaches drawdown as a means to support national ownership of
peacebuilding priorities, will be a priority in peacekeeping budget requests. He also underscored that
