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as an input into the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change’s stocktake of 
international climate efforts in 2023 and beyond; and  

 
4. A roadmap to translate these standards and criteria into international and national level 

regulations, in the context of a just transition. 

 
Scope 

 
The HLEG will cover net-zero pledges and commitments from non-State actors: private sector 
(businesses), including that of financial institutions, as well as those by sub-national entities (local and 
regional governments). 

 
Mode of Operation 

 
In undertaking its work to formulate its findings and recommendations, the HLEG will build on existing 
credibility and standard setting frameworks for net-zero pledges to formulate its findings and 
recommendations. 

 
The HLEG will be supported by a small technical secretariat to be housed in the Climate Action Team in 
the Executive Office of the UN Secretary-General.  

 
The HLEG will rely on the following modalities: 

 

¶ High-Level Expert Group meetings: The HLEG will meet as often as needed (virtually, in-person)
