1. Public climate finance, including $100 billion that developed countries have agreed 
to provide to developing countries each year, supports critical infrastructure for 
adaptation, resilience and the new renewable energy-based economy. 

2. Based on the most recent assessment conducted by developed countries, total 
HQNRFYJܪ�SFSHJ�HTZSYNSL�YT\FWIX�YMJ�$100 billion commitment continues to fall short, 
reaching $78.9 billion in 2018.
